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On April 18, 2008 a Grand Opening event was
held at Thunderbird Petroleum in Sheridan Lake.
The event was to celebrate the first E85 ethanol
pump in Kiowa County. The Colorado Corn
Growers Association (CCGA) and Colorado
Corn Administrative Committee (CCAC) along
with the Governor’s Biofuels Coalition hosted

the event. Steve Scott, President of the CCAC,
along with representatives from various agencies

were on hand to give presentations including Doug
Melcher, CCAC/CCGA, John Stulp, Department of
Agriculture, Darlene Scott, Colorado Office of Economic
Development and Kiowa County Commissioners. The
owner’s of Thunderbird Petroleum, the Stum family, are
very excited about the addition of the pumps to the
community. Lane Stum stated "the pumps were installed
because people from the community wanted them."
During the event, many visitors took advantage of the
$1.85 per gallon price of E85. Also at the event, GM flex
fuel vehicles were on display from Vince’'s GM Center
from Burlington.

E85 is an environmentally safe and renewable fuel made from corn. It contains 85
percent ethanol and 15 percent gasoline. Consumers who drive Flex Fuel Vehicles
(FFV’s) can use any combination of E85 and gasoline.
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
